Although it’s in the early stages, He has also begun to 

open doors connecting her with organizations in Belize who are also passionate about working with sexually 

exploited young women and girls. We look forward to seeing where God will lead us in this new area of ministry 

for us! 

It is a new challenge to be responsible for 

homework and cursive writing. But she is doing well. She brought such joy to us this summer to see God use her 

in a powerful way when her and another girl from the village decided to lead a VBS here at the camp themselves 

for the local children. They planned the Bible story, the craft, snack, and games. Sixteen children attended and 

they all had fun. She’s still a social butterfly but is becoming more mature by the months! 

 Josiah celebrated his 2nd birthday on September 19th. He has brought us even more laughter now more than 

ever. He is talking and using many words and Eric has taught him how to use the “thumbs up” gesture and 

amazingly Josiah uses it at the most appropriate times. He is still sold out for Sesame Street, his blanket, and 

Matchbox cars. But his favorite pastime is just sitting in our trucks playing driver and pushing every button there 

is on the dashboard.
